Share Capital

Beijer Electronics’ share capital is SEK 6,221,488 divided
between 6,221,488 shares. The minimum share capital
is SEK 2,000,000, and the maximum, SEK 8,000,000.
Each share has a quotient value of SEK 1. All shares have
one vote and possess equal rights to participation in the

corporation’s assets and profits.

Share Price and Turnover

In terms of bid price, the share price was SEK 74 on
December 31, 2008, against SEK 149.50 at year-end 2007,
equal to a fall of some 50 per cent in the year. In the same
period, the Stockholm Stock Exchange fell by 42 per cent.
The Beijer Electronics share traded at a high of SEK 157
and a low of SEK 70 in the year.

Share turnover was just over 0.7 million shares, or 12 per
cent of the total number of shares. In value terms, turnover

was SEK 99 m.

Earnings per Share

Earnings per share after tax were SEK 11.72 (9.21).

Dividends

The Board of Directors proposes dividends of SEK 4.00
(4.00) for the financial year 2008. Dividends are 34 per
cent (43) of profit after tax. The proposed dividends imply
adividend yield of 5.4 per cent (2.7) as of the closing price
at year-end 2008.

Technical Definitions

Automation

Automation means extensively automated production.

Compact system

Programmable control system, termed PLC systems, where
the basic unit normally includes a central unit, inputs and
outputs. Depending on model, such systems can be sup-
plemented with more inputs, outputs and communication

modules for various standard protocols.

Electromechanical

A name for certain electrical components, which have some

mechanical function, like relays.

Field bus

Standard network for interconnecting units like decentral-
ized input and output modules; the standard enables the
interconnection of units from different manufacturers in

a single network.

Frequency inverter

Electronic equipment to control the speed of regular three-

phase electric motors.

HMI

Human machine interface. See operator systems or opera-

tor panel.

Industrial data communication

Industrial data communication is utilized where there are
high standards for secure data transmission, on infrastruc-

ture projects, for example.

Microprocessor

A microprocessor is the central unit of a computer or proc-
essor in a chip. Microprocessor is also the collective term
for various programmable arithmetic, digital and electronic
units like signal processors, graphics processors and central

processors.

Modular system

Programmable control systems, called PLC systems, where
the user has the freedom to integrate various types of cen-

tral unit, inputs, outputs and communication modules for
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various standard protocols into a complete system.

LCD

Liquid crystal display, a type of screen with liquid crystals
that vary the penetrability of light with the voltage applied

across the crystals.

Operator panel

A panel of buttons with a display allowing operators to
monitor and control the status of machinery or processes.
Such panels are often co-located with equipment where

operatives work.

Operator systems

Collective term for products or systems specifically devel-
oped to simplify operators’ activities to monitor and control

machinery or processes.

PLC systems

Programmable logic controllers are systems for controlling
and monitoring various types of machinery and process.
The size of these systems varies, with the larger systems
being modular, with the facility for simple modification

for various needs.

Positioning system

Programmable system to create controlled motion, dis-
placement or movement profiles. The system transmits
electrical signals that can be converted to motion using

frequency inverters or servo systems.

Relays

An electromechanical component that functions as an elec-
trically controlled switch or circuit-breaker. A relay consists
ofan electromagnet, an armature and a number of contacts.
Relays are used for applications including differentiating

between control circuits with differing voltages.

SCADA system

Supervisory control and data acquisition, software to con-
trol, monitor and capture data from processes, with graphi-

cal presentation on displays.

Sensors

Components that capture, convert, and to some extent,

distribute any form of data.



Servo systems

Dedicated electric motors with electronic drive equipment
to effect controlled motion or fast displacement with very
high precision. Usually, positioning systems are used to

control servo systems.

System integrator

A company with specialist know-how in one or more sec-
tors that offers services for the automation and electrifica-

tion of manufacturing facilities.

Vision systems

Systems equipped with cameras and dedicated image
processing software; may be used for quality assurance to

monitor components in production facilities.
